Financial

We will end up in Nov. about the same that we were last November. Now we pick up the expenses for conference calls since we’re able to do that.
Caroline Forsberg: SUNY Administration updates
We are going to be moving the office of university life- it will become part of the provost’s office when they hire a new provost-hopefully by September. Caroline will announce as soon as possible.

New Business

Executive committee met briefly on Tuesday night – every state is mandated through rehab services administration- to have a State Rehabilitation Council. No one post secondary is currently on it. Kathy Hoffman is applying for a three- year term – someone from our council should be on that council – if it is only rubber stamping VESID – it won’t survive. Executive board would support that. Caroline Forsberg has been on it forever, and is now off- it’s basically here’s what VESID is doing. They have three committees work force analysis, data gathering, something else – position paper was a thing written by one of the committees – it has to be approved by VESID if it’s written by the committee.
Discussion in November on E-text?  The group would like it there. Khaki suggested doing it as a round table strand.
