I. President:  Bruce Pomeroy opened the meeting at 12:15 PM. The vote to  transition into the NYS Disability Services Council was closed at 11:30.  Carolyn Boone, co-chair of the Constitutional committee announced the results: 63 yeah, 0 nah and no abstentions.

III. SUNY update:  Caroline Forsberg reported on the ongoing development of a dispute resolution clause for the VESID and CBVH Memos of Understanding (MOU).  SUNY requests a DSC delegation to assist with a proposal from VESID to give SUNY money to recruit for VESID students who would be eligible for VESID services. VESID would place staff on SUNY campuses who would recruit VESID clients.
Caroline will look into the feasibility  of ordering the reference books from Dr. Maygar’s Asberger’s presentation.
