Behavior management

Classroom


Interrupting, correcting instructor, paranoia, hygiene, outbursts


Address behaviors immediately, a behavior twice is a habit


Set structure, rules, and routine; this may decrease the behavior


Ex: “you may have 2 chances to speak in during class”


      “2 card system”


These two methods will decrease need for classroom management
Residence Hall


Routine, structure in the res. hall

FERPA – can’t tell Res. Life of student’s diagnosis, but the family can tell the diagnosis and what works best with the student
(Include this in RA orientation)
Roommate or a single?  Single is better.  A roommate may not necessarily be a “friend”, which is what parents want for their child.  Students need to find each other on their own- let them meet and make own choices
Library


Students with autism may feel most comfortable in library, and spent a great deal of time there
